Children should wear:

e Red sweatshirt, jumper or cardigan

e White polo shirt or white school shirt

e Grey or black trousers, grey or black skirt or pinafore dress

e Sensible black school shoes (no high heels, boots or open-toed sandals)

During warmer weather, children may wear:

e Grey or black tailored shorts
e Red and white gingham summer dress or playsuit

Uniform does not need to carry the school logo. However, branded red jumpers and cardigans are
available to purchase from the school office should families wish to buy them.

PE Kit

Children should wear:

e Plain white T-shirt

e Plain red shorts

e Trainers suitable for physical activity

e Aplain black tracksuit may be worn for outdoor PE during colder weather.
